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Pavlov, Mikhail Nikitovich (1919-1943)

Mikhail Pavlov was born in 1919 in the village of Lipovets (nowthe Livensky D ofthe Oryol Region). In 1939,
Pavlov was called up to serve in the Workers 'and Peasants' Red Army. In 1940 he graduated from the Krasnodar
nce the beginning of the Great PatrioticWar - on its fronts.

By October 1943, Senior Lieutenant Mikhail Pavlov was navigator of the squadron of the 128th Bomber Aviation
Regiment of the 241st Bomber Aviation Division of the 3rd Bomber Corps of the 16th Air Army of the Central Front. By
that time, he had flown 213 sortiesto atta mulations of military equipment and enemy manpower, infl
heavy losses on him. On October 6, 1943, during the bombardment of trains at the Gomel railway jun 5
plane wasshotdownand ex upon returning to the base. Pi Sviridov and navigator Mikhail Paviov were
killed. Paviovwas buried in the village of Pereg g anskiy dis Chernihiv region.
By the decree of the Presidium of the Supr: i nior Lieutenant Mikhail Pavlov
was posthumously awarded the high titleof Hero of the Soviet Union for "exemplary performance of the command's

mbat missions to destroy enemy manpower and equipment and the courage and heroism shown at the same time."
He was also awarded two Orders of Lenin, two Orders of the Red Banner and a number of medals.
